Troop 787 has been approved and is on their way to planning for WHITE WATER RAFTING on the KINGS

We are tent camping on the beach. It is about a 300 mile drive, so we would be leaving early afternoon on Saturday 
and camp at the site that evening.  There are 2 options (from the original e-mail) for this trip. 
 
Option D itinerary is: 

Brown bag dinner Saturday 
Camp Saturday night 
Raft on Sunday 
Breakfast and lunch provided by rafting company 
Cook dinner 
Camp Sunday night 
Cook Breakfast 
Pack up 
Leave Monday morning 

Cost = $180 plus dinner and breakfast and “mac attack” on the way home 
Option F itinerary is: 

Brown bag dinner Saturday 
Camp Saturday night 
Raft on Sunday 
Breakfast, lunch, and dinner provided by rafting company 
Camp Sunday night 
Pack up 
Raft Monday 
Breakfast and lunch provided by rafting company 
Leave Monday afternoon 

Cost = $280 plus “mac attack” on the way home 



 

There is only 1 base camp so the troop will remain together except when it is time to go home.  On Sunday morning, 
the rafting company will give their safety spiel and collect the release of liability forms.  They will provide wet suits 
and booties for those who want them.  We will all be given a life vest.  After this has all been distributed, they will bus 
us up to the drop in point.  Halfway back to the base camp, we will stop for lunch.  There is a small water slide area 
about 1 mile (hike) from the lunch spot.  After lunch, we raft back to the base camp.  For those on Option D, return 
your gear.  Those on Option F, keep your gear.  All equipment will be turned in when you are done rafting. 

 

 

 



At this point, all members of the troop are at the base camp.  Those on Option F will have dinner and breakfast 
prepared for them.  This does not preclude them from helping with the troop/patrol meals.  After breakfast on 
Monday, there will be a small window of time to pack up the entire troop group.  Once packed and loaded those on 
Option D leave for home.  Those on Option F will again be bussed up to the drop-in point.  At the end of the day, 
Option F rafters will pull in to the base camp for the last time and will also head for home. 

 

Parking is across the road from the base camp.  There is one fire pit.  This is the only place where a camp fire is 
allowed.  There is a volleyball court next to the dining facilities. 

 

 

Sign-ups and deposit payments are being taken now t o hold your spot. Also, you must choose your desire d 
option so that the logistics of driving can be dete rmined.  

I will be collecting your deposit payments at the next Troop meetings.  The first $50 per rafter deposit is due in 
December.  The next $50 deposit is due in January.  The third $50 deposit is due in February.  The balance is due in 
March.
